But with the help of the mental health clinic and children’s case
management program at PFCS, plus parenting classes for Jimmy’s mom to help her meet the
challenges of raising a child with mental health issues, Jimmy and his family are now stable and
embracing life.

“PFCS really does help people unlock their hidden treasure of Hope,” said Russo, “but we
couldn’t save people like Jimmy without the support of our friends in the community. We are
truly grateful to our sponsors, guests, and everyone who helped make our Hidden Treasure Quest
Benefit a success.”
